EPIPHYSES -  2 rounded ends

MEDULLARY CAVITY- fat filled

 cavity in diaphysis - yellow marrow

ARTICULAR CARTILAGE - covering 

 of hyaline cartilage at each epiphysis

RED MARROW - blood filled spaces in

  spongy bone

PERIOSTEUM - connective tissue covering

 around diaphysis - important in repair of bone


GROWTH (EPIPHYSEAL) PLATE-

 made of cartilage - between diaphysis and

 epiphysis- allows growth in length. When 

the animal is fully grown, the growth plate

disappears and is replaced by bone.

SPONGY BONE -mainly in epiphysis

COMPACT  BONE- dense bone mainly

 in diaphysis
