Often people ask how they can get college credit for NYS OFPC and NFA courses.

As per the college’s policy in order to be awarded credit for outside work: 
1) Students must be matriculated in a degree program 

2) Students must currently be enrolled in a course(s)

3) This credit, if awarded, must satisfy a requirement of the degree program they are matriculated in**

**There are two ways this can be satisfied:

1) The DCC Fire Protection Technology Program requires 7 credits of “Fire Career Electives”.  One way to satisfy this requirement either partially or in its entirety is to apply for up to 7 credits for completion of selected NYS OFPC courses. These approved courses are identified further later in this document. The criteria for determining which OFPC courses received credit is based on their content, course material level, use of pass/fail exams, and total time for the course.

2)  If your degree, which is other than the one just discussed, has a “free elective” requirement.

Credits cannot be awarded for more than what your degree program requires:


Fire Protection Technology = 7 credits

Free elective in other degrees programs = 3-4 credits per free-elective required.
NOTE: Specific NYS OFPC courses and/or other certified courses can be considered as “equivalent education” for various fire science courses.
Current students who want to see if other courses they have completed through NYS OFPC or a similar agency (such as National Fire Academy) should apply, in writing, to the Chairperson of the DCC Fire Science program to have their courses evaluated. The criteria for credit being awarded in place of a required fire science course at DCC are:

1) The course or combinations of courses collectively must satisfy all of the learning outcomes for a specific DCC Fire Science course as detailed by FESHE.

2) Every course being evaluated must contain a pass/fail exam.

3) You provide an official/verifiable course transcript that proves your course completion and also a course outline that contains all of the details of the course including its Learning Outcomes (or Objective s as they might refer to them as).

4) The time for the course(s) equals or exceeds the time of the course you are applying to have this education approved as an “equivalent” for (example - a 3 credit course has 45 contact hours).

5) The course(s) have not been used to satisfy any other degree requirement at DCC
Fire Protection Technology-AAS;  NYS Fire Courses

The DCC Associates in Applied Science degree in Fire Protection Technology allows for up to 7 credits to be earned through the New York State, Department of State, Office of Fire Prevention and Control’s (OFPC) Program. Credits may be earned by completing specific Residential Courses at the NYS Fire Academy at Montour Falls, NY as well as by completing a few selected courses that are conducted in the field.  You must complete the course, including passing all written and practical tests in order to be awarded college credit at DCC. You will need to obtain a transcript from NYS OFPC. There must be a “P” following the course name, indicating completion of the course, including passing all written and practical tests.

It is the student’s responsibility to provide the required supporting documentation. Only an “official” NYS OFPC transcript will be accepted.

Bring this transcript to the Registrars Office.
Keep in mind that it may take a few months for the State to enter your course completion record in their data base so don’t request your transcript right after you complete a NYS OFPC course that you want to have accepted in your DCC transcript. Likewise keep this in mind when planning your graduation date.

Consideration will also be given for a few specific FEMA Emergency Management Institute courses as well as other courses from the National Fire Academy. 
The criteria for a NYS OFPC course being accepted in the Fire Science program at DCC is:

1) It must be evaluated as being college level education

2) It must contain a pass/fail exam(s)
3) It cannot contain the same information as a DCC Fire Science course that you are taking either as a required course as a Fire Career elective. 

.

The list of available NYS OFPC / NFA courses can change as new courses are added to the State’s course list. Courses other than those listed in this document can be considered for acceptance if you can document and justify that they meet the requirements for acceptance and it is determined that the course does not contain material that is contained in a DCC Fire Science R course that the student has/will take as part of their degree program.  The student must submit their request to the Fire Science Program Chairperson in writing at least one full semester prior to their anticipated graduation date. Two semesters prior is a better option.  The request must specify exactly which course they are seeking credit for and must also include documentation of course completion (NYS OFPC transcript).  If you are seeking credit for a fire course other than specific NYS OFPC courses such as National Fire Academy courses or other state courses, you need to attach a full course description to your request so the course can be best analyzed based on it’s content.
