Engine Assignment ___________________   
1. Visually inspect the complete respirator for worn or aging rubber parts, worn or frayed harness webbing or damaged components.

2. Check the latest cylinder hydrostatic test date to ensure it is current ie. within 5 years for (carbon wrapped cylinders)

3. Visually inspect cylinder for dents or gouges in the carbon wrapping. Cylinders which show damage or exposure to high heat or flame, such as decals charred or missing, gauge lens melted or elastomeric bumper distorted, shall be removed from service and emptied of compressed air.  
4. Check cylinder pressure gauge for “FULL” indication. If cylinder pressure is less than “FULL” replace with a fully charged cylinder.
5. Check to ensure reducer hose coupling is hand tightened to the cylinder valve outlet.

6. Check that the breathing regulator purge valve (red knob on regulator) is closed (full clockwise and pointer on knob upward). 
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7. Fully depress the center of the air- saver switch               on the top of the regulator and release. Connect regulator to low pressure connection on Air Pak.
8. Slowly open the cylinder valve fully by rotating        knob counter-clockwise. Vibralert alarm shall actuate than stop. The integrated pass alarm shall chirp and lights flash. 

9. Confirm the remote gauge reads the same as the cylinder gauge.

10. Don the face piece or hold the face piece to the face to establish a good seal. Confirm the HUD lights are laminated. (Green Lights)

11. Inhale sharply to automatically start the flow of air.

12. Breathe normally from the facepiece to ensure proper operation.

13. Remove face piece from face. Air shall freely flow from the face piece.                                  
14. Fully depress the center of the air-saver switch               on the top of the regulator and release. The                      flow air from the face piece shall stop.  
15. Rotate purge valve ½ turn counter clock wise    (pointer on knob downward). 
16. Air shall freely flow from the regulator.  Rotate purge valve ½ turn clockwise to full closed position (pointer knob upward). Airflow from regulator shall stop. 
17. Push in and rotate cylinder valve knob clockwise to close. When cylinder valve is fully closed. Open purge valve slightly to vent residual air pressure from the system. The Vibralert shall actuate as the pressure drops below 500-600 psi (2.2), 1000-1100 psi (4.5). Confirm air is completely bled from system by checking the remote gauge; return the purge valve to the fully closed position. (Pointer on knob upward)
18. Leave Air-Pak motionless confirming the integrated pass alarm is operational. Pre Alert and than Full Alert). Reset alarm by depressing the two buttons on the sides of the gauge assembly.  
19. Depress the red button on the face of the gauge assembly to check the manual activation of the alarm. Reset alarm by depressing the two buttons on the side of the gauge assembly. (No lights on the gauge assembly will be illuminated)

20. Disconnect regulator assembly from low pressure line
